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Today, we served at the food bank.  We 

tore up cardboard boxes, and created 

food boxes to be delivered to the elderly, 

retired people in northern Missouri.  We 

put apple juice, milk, cereal, canned veg-

gies, meat, macaroni, peanut butter and 

applesauce in them.  We worked with 

lots of people there. 

Some of these people we worked with 

serve on a regular basis, with some com-

ing 3 days every week.  Some of them are 

almost 90 years old!  If they can make a 

difference, it shouldnõt be too hard 

for me to make a difference, too.  I 

never knew that older people could 

work so fast!  We had to stop as-

sembling boxes for a while so eve-

ryone could catch up to their pace. 

Even though working at the food 

bank was difficult, with a lot of 

cardboard cuts and tired feet, it 

also felt good knowing how much 

we can help.  I think our service 

today made God smile.

Also, people give up their time to 

provide help for others.

I felt good 

while doing it because elderly peo-

ple were there enjoying it along 

side me.
